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Don’t Know Much About Our History? 
 

I t  i s  c lea r  the  very  f i r st  v i s i to rs  and set t le r s  who ca l led  the Spokane reg ion  home were  the Nat ive  
Amer icans .  And one might  muse over  the  very  meaning of  Spokane,  a  Sa l i sh  word which i s  o f ten loosely  
t rans lated to  mean “chi ld ren of  the  sun”  or  “ land of  sh immering waters .”  E i ther  inte rpretat ion of fe rs  an apt  
desc r ipt ion of  our  c i ty ’ s  ea r l iest  days  when the t r ibes  camped and f i shed a long the banks of  the Spokane 
R iver  and i t s  untamed fa l l s .  Those  same rush ing waters  mark  the  pu lse  o f  our  community  today ,  the  ebb and 
f low of  a  peop le  and p lace  ca l led  Spokane.  

Of f i c ia l l y  founded in  1873 by  James Nett le  G lover ,  Spokane was  f i r s t  a  smal l  set t lement  known as  Spokan 
Fa l l s .  The natura l  resources  o f  Easte rn Washington -  fe r t i l e  so i l ,  t imber  and minera l  wea l th  -  eventual ly  
at t racted more  set t le r s  to the  a rea .  The present  boundar ies  o f  Spokane County  were  c reated by  the 
leg is la ture  in  1879.  Incorporated in  1881,  Spokane Fa l l s  -  now with  an “e”  added -  became the county  seat  
in  1887 a fte r  a  hot ly  contested batt le  wi th  Cheney .  

E ighteen eighty-n ine marked an event fu l  year  a round the Pac i f ic  Northwest  when Spokane Fa l l s ,  Seatt le  and 
E l lensburg  were  a l l  dest royed by  d i sast rous  f i res .  Known as  “a  n ight  o f  te r ro r ,  devastat ion,  su f fe r ing and 
awfu l  woe,”  Spokane ’ s  response to  the  f i re ,  which dest royed 32 b locks  o f  the  c i ty ’ s  core ,  was  to  rebu i ld  
immediate ly ,  and in  a  fa r  g rander  fash ion than before .  

Spokane was  t rans formed when the Northern Paci f i c  Ra i l road a r r ived in  1881 and was  l inked 
t ranscont inenta l ly  in  1883.  In  that  same year ,  Spokane exper ienced i t s  f i r st  boom when the di scovery  o f  
go ld  in  the Coeur  d ’A lene min ing d is t r ic t  es tab l i shed Spokane as the se rv ice  center  fo r  the  north  Idaho 
mines .  Local  investors ,  funded by  money made in  the  mines ,  quick ly  helped rebui ld  the  c i ty  fo l lowing the  
f i re  o f  1889.  So great  was  Spokane ’ s  in f luence at  that  t ime that  some even considered dec la r ing the  c i ty  i t s  
own state!  

Rebounding f rom a  nat iona l  depress ion in  1893,  Spokane exper ienced another  bu i ld ing boom at  the  turn  of  
the  century .  Const ruct ion expanded the  downtown area ,  and the c i ty  near ly  doubled in  s i ze .  With  a  
populat ion of  just  over  300 in  1880,  Spokane had grown to  more  than 100,000 peop le  by 1909,  mak ing i t  
the  la rgest  c i ty  west  o f  Minneapol i s .  

Spokane retains  much of  i t s  a rch i tectura l  h i s to ry  today.  More  than 50 percent  o f  Spokane ’ s  downtown i s  
des ignated as  h i sto r ic ,  mak ing up th ree  separate  Nat ional  Regis te r  H isto r ic  D is t r i c ts .  In  fact ,  the C i ty  of  
Spokane has  the  most  des ignated Nat iona l  Registe r  H isto r ic  Di st r ic t s  in  the  s tate ,  wi th  18 on the l i s t .  

P reserv ing the past  wi th  an eye to  the future  has  a lways  been a  key  to  Spokane ’ s  character .  Now you ’ l l  f ind 
an “A l l  Amer ica”  c i ty  that  i s  home to  the nat ion ’ s  la rgest  Wi -F i  HotZone.  Spokane County i s  f i l l ed  wt ih  
ent repreneurs  whose  companies  and products  have put  our  region on the wor ldwide map! Yet  despi te  the 
progress ,  our  community  unfa i l ing ly  embraces  the  essence of  i t s  founders  and or ig inal  set t le r s .  Here you ’ l l  
f ind sp i r i t ,  in tegr i ty ,  courage,  innovat ion and insp i ra t ion in  both the p lace  and i t s  people .
