One of the most elaborate art deco theaters in the west was
destined to become parking lot in 2000 until the last hour when
the Spokane Symphony bought the Martin Woldson Theater at
The Fox. The historic theater that once saw Katherine Hepburn,
Bing Crosby and Frank Sinatra grace its stage was saved from
layers of red paint, cigarette soot and popcorn grease that
covered the beautiful art deco murals.

The Davenport Hotel

The Davenport Hotel is one of six in the US and Canada to be
considered for the “Most Excellent Hotel” by Condé Nast
Johansens. The Davenport Hotel has been world famous since it
opened in September of 1914. It was the first hotel with air
conditioning, a central
vacuum system, housekeeping carts designed by Louis Davenport
and Crab Louis named for him. Nearly $38 million has restored the
splendor of a century past.

Moore-Turner Heritage Gardens

An ice storm and decades-old photo albums led to the recent
restoration of three acres of forgotten gardens. Perfectly
preserved by dirt after a road was cut in uphill, the gardens were
developed with Victorian and then Arts and Crafts influences
from 1889-1932. A parks employee re-discovered the gardens in
1996 after an ice storm and photo albums donated to Washington
State University offered a glimpse back in time.
